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A model approach for improving quality of life without increasing carbon emissions
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The issue of how to improve the quality of life of
citizens, rejuvenate old towns and integrate
such development into modern city planning, yet
without increasing carbon emissions, has long
been a difficulty in China’s urban development.
Yangzhou, a 2,500-year old city of 5 square kilo-
metres, faces this problem.

The project emphasizes a community participa-
tion process to ensure that the end result will
reflect citizen interests and be a place they
want to live. In the initial planning stages, many
discussion sessions were organized to allow
local residents to express their opinions. The
consensus from the community consultation
was that the historical architectural style and
features of Yangzhou should be maintained.

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Guangdong Partnership for Energy Efficiency in Public Build-

ings Launched in Guangdong

ISC and British Consulate-General Guangzhou officially kicked off a pro-
ject to improve energy efficiency in public buildings in Guangdong prov-
ince at the end of 2011 and a signing ceremony was held in Guangzhou
on December 1.

This Guangdong Partnership for Energy Efficiency in Public Buildings
aims to help improve energy savings in public sector buildings with market
-based methods and develop a model that is workable and replicable for
improving energy efficiency of public sector buildings all across China.

The public buildings sector in China is enormous and extremely energy
intensive. Though the Chinese State Council has issued a special policy
statement to support improvement on energy efficiency retrofits, the un-
derstanding of implementation ways, the capacity to implement, and the
policy at the provincial and local levels remains weak. To address this pol-
icy-implementation gap, the Institute for Sustainable Communities, sup-
ported by the Economic and Information Commission of Guangdong Prov-
ince and partnered with some local energy conservation institutions,
launch the Guangdong Partnership for Energy Efficiency in Public Build-
ings in November 2011. This project will help improve energy efficiency in
public buildings using the Energy Performance Contracting market
mechanism in Guangdong Province as a testing ground, developing proc-
esses and products that will be applicable to the sector across China.

On November 18, the World
& Resources Institute (WRI) and
the World Business Council for
Sustainable Development
launched the recently pub-
lished GHG Protocol Corporate
Value Chain (Scope 3) and
Product Life Cycle Standards
in Beijing. Leading multina-
tional companies including
Lenovo, Swire, Alcoa and Du-
Pont joined the event to pro-
mote the business case for using these standards to drive GHG mitigation
activities.
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WRI, the managing partner for ISC’s US-China Partnership for Climate
Action program, worked closely with these stakeholders to ensure the
global standards are immediately accessible to Chinese companies and
will improve China's capacity to assess and calculate GHG emissions us-
ing internationally vetted protocols -- a critical step in achieving and dem-
onstrating real emissions reductions.

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Process Heating System Energy Assessment Training

Process Heating System En-
. ergy Assessment Training
Workshop was held at the
Zhengzhou University. Being
part of the U.S. Department of
Energy’s International Indus-
trial Energy Efficiency Train-
ing and Deployment Project
led by ISC and other parties, this workshop is the first session of system-
specific energy assessment workshops in China.

The Process Heating and Survey Assessment Tool (PHAST), which has
been widely used in the U.S. to help assess the thermal efficiencies of
process heating equipment, was introduced to the trainees of this work-
shop. The immense interest in data measurement methodologies and the
PHAST Tool shown by trainees demonstrated a much-needed potential of
promoting and using standardized energy assessment practices and tools
in the Chinese industrial sector. Through the IIEETD project, ISC and its
partners will continue to disseminate such energy assessment tools and
expertise in China. A series of workshops have been planned to be held in
Beijing, Shandong, Jiangsu and Guangdong in 2012.

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As China has adopted ambitious targets to
improve energy performance and reduce
carbon emissions, and multinational compa-
nies increasingly emphasize similar goals in
their supply chains, factories in China face
big challenges. Compared to larger compa-
nies, small and medium enterprises are in a
more difficult position, as they have a very
limited capacity to implement energy effi-
ciency measures and receive little assis-
tance. The EHS Academy, established by
the Institute for Sustainable Communities
(ISC), sponsored by USAID and some
MNCs, such as GE, Alcoa, Pfizer, etc, is a
professional, non-profit training institution
that aims to help Chinese suppliers improve
energy efficiency in their factories.

ISC’s EHS Academy provides not only over-
all knowledge of energy conservation, en-
ergy management and energy efficiency
technologies, but also specialized material
for textile factories via best practices and
case studies from that particular industry.
The courses are interactive and help partici-
pants generate practical products; with the
assistance of instructors, they identify ways
to save energy in their factories and develop
energy efficiency (EE) action plans which
they then implement. The Academy also
supports ongoing learning by facilitating op-
portunities for alumni to share with their

Inspired by the courses and equipped
with practices and skills, Mr. Cai, with the
support of his supervisor, implemented
several EE measures in his plant imme-
diately after completing the course. He
began with measures that were easy to
do, e.g. replacing lights with energy effi-

steam pipes, and restricting the use of air
-conditioners at certain temperatures.
Since then, the company reduces its
electricity use by about 20%-30% which
saved RMB 10,000 on its monthly elec-

The experience of Mr. Cai and his com-
pany provides a good example that train-
ings of capacity building can motivate
SMEs like Qitian to identify, finance and
implement energy efficiency measures to
achieve significant energy cost savings
and becoming more environmental-
friendly companies. ISC hopes to scale
up this model and facilitate SMEs to pri-
oritize energy efficiency practices and

With ISC’'S 2™ EHS Academy launched in Suzhou, Jiangsu province, in
May 2011, through partnership with Nanjing University’'s School of Envi-
ronment, ISC has made the commitment to build EHS capacity for Chi-
nese industries and supply chains in Yangzi River Delta and Pearl River
Delta area. Besides holding the professional EHS management training
modules, ISC’s EHS Academy also started to provide energy efficiency
and management-related training modules through working with the
World Resources Institute and Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory .

Up to date, EHS Academy Guangdong has trained more than 1,900 EHS
personnel in the Pearl River Delta region and more than 500 EHS per-
sonnel have attended the training sessions or workshops held in EHS
Academy Jiangsu. With 1% EHS Academy (Guangdong) moving into the
4™ year of self sustainability and 2"* EHS Academy (Jiangsu) turns into a
fully operational stage, we truly believe our EHS Academy program will
benefit more factories among this two most industrial regions in China.

Community-Based Energy Efficiency/Education for Sustain-
able Development

From Sep 2008 to Jun 2011, ISC’s Community-Based Energy Efficiency
and Education for Sustainable Development component worked with the
government, business, schools, NGOs and communities in three pilot
communities in Guangdong province to demonstrate links between en-
ergy efficiency, “immediate” concerns such as cost of living and environ-
mental health, the broader issues of GHG emissions and climate
change.

In the past three years, through the projects of Residential Energy Sav-
ing and Solid Waste Management, Green Roof Retrofitting and Industrial
Energy Efficiency, and a series of school-community activities such as
“Lights Out Moon On”, Food and Cloth Education, ISC has mobilized
more than 12,000 factory workers, students and teachers and their fami-
lies, ordinary citizens to participate the activities, reducing GHG emis-
sions over 35,000 metric tons of greenhouse gas emissions. Based on
this success, ISC is seeking to scale up the best practice, and deepen its
efforts in helping Chinese communities achieve sustainability in next
